I will therefore that men pray every where, lifting up holy hands, without wrath and doubting (1 Timothy 2:8). 
In 1 Timothy chapter 2 Paul tells us prayer is of top importance in the church (“first of all,” vs. 1). In verse 8 he calls the men (the 
Greek word for men in this instance means a male person) of the church to take the lead in prayer.  Local  men’s  leader, why  not  
gather the  guys  together and  teach  this  passage.  Mobilize the men to be involved in whatever corporate prayer meetings your 
church offers. If there is none, why not ask the pastor if one can be scheduled. Assure the pastor that the men will attend and help 
in any way.  
 

What to Pray For 

The church has many needs. All of the leaders need prayer covering. Pray for the pastor. Beyond the church’s 
needs, Paul reminds us to pray for all people because God wants all people to be saved (1Timothy 2:4). In this light, 
we should pray for revival in our church and our community. Churches get warm with God’s love and power when its 

people pray. Communities experience genuine revival and spiritual awakening only after the people of God have met with God in 
prayer asking Him to bring revival. Men, you are called to lead the way in the prayer life of your church. May the Lord bless you in 
fulfilling His Word.
